11/21/014 To review and resolve any East Riding of Yorkshire (ERYC) Council Business: 

The Chairman, Parish Councillor Lord Hotham explained that he had been in contact with ERYC Highways regarding three separate issues, but unfortunately there was no progress to date. He went on to ask Ward Councillor Pauline Greenwood could she help with this.

The issues ae;

a) Damaged kerbing around Village Pond (damaged during road resurfacing).
b) Poor quality highway repairs to the West End.
c) Low Road South Dalton (the road running between Main Street South Dalton and Market Weighton and the item requiring attention is the brick arch culvert running under the road adjacent to the iron gate on the north side of the road that gives access to Dalton South Park (approximately 1/2 mile from Main Street).
The main problem being a headwall has collapsed and impedes the flow in times of flood but I believe the whole culvert needs inspection and repairs/de-silting as necessary.
Action: Ward Councillor Pauline Greenwood to contact ERYC Highways to establish forward plan for repair/upgrade.
