27.1 Village Defibrillator

A discussion took place around the Defibrillator acquired from the HEY Smile Foundation at Hull. The original location was going to be the telephone kiosk, but after some discussion it was thought that a location on East Street may be the better option; improved visibility, better access and possibly a more readily available power supply. Parish Councillor Mark Colley volunteered to look into this option. Parish Councillor Mark Colley also volunteered to act as the custodian for the Defibrillator.

Defibrillator location signs will be required, Parish Councillor Simon Fairbank volunteered to suggest wording for the Defib signs.

27.2 Kerbs around Village Pond/Low Road South Dalton/East Street

There had been no progress with the kerbs around the village pond. Discussion moved onto other issues regarding ERYC Highways, see below;

Low Road South Dalton (the road running between Main Street South Dalton and Market Weighton and the item requiring attention is the brick arch culvert running under the road adjacent to the iron gate on the north side of the road that gives access to Dalton South Park (approximately 1/2 mile from Main Street). The main problem being a headwall has collapsed and impedes the flow of water in times of flood. The whole culvert needs inspection and repairs/de-silting as necessary.

Discussion also took place around safety issues regarding the condition of the footpath adjacent to 25 East Street.
