3 1st July: St Joseph of Arimathea — the man who buried Jesus.

Have you ever suffered from gossip? Ever discovered that people are saying some really wild
things about you? If so, Joseph of Arimathea would understand — and sympathise with you.
This decent, godly man of the gospels seems to have fired the imaginations of all sorts of odd
people down the centuries.

Joseph was a rich, prominent member of the ruling Jewish council — the Sanhedrin. Mark’s gos-
pel describes him as having been ‘waiting for the kingdom of God’ for years, and even being a
secret disciple of Jesus. He played no part in the trial or crucifixion.

When Jesus was pronounced dead, Joseph had the seniority needed to approach Pilate for the
body — and get it. Near to where Jesus had been crucified there was a garden, and in the gar-
den a new tomb, cut deep in the rock. Joseph himself already owned it — and it was still new
and empty. So Joseph laid Jesus there, and wrapped him in a linen cloth, according to Jewish
burial custom. Joseph did not bury Jesus alone - Nicodemus helped him, while some women
who had followed Jesus trailed miserably behind.

Matthew tells us that the last thing Joseph did for Jesus was to sadly roll a big stone across the
entrance to the tomb, and then go away. With that, Joseph passes out of history - and into leg-
end. For in the centuries that followed, Joseph was swept up into the Legend of the Holy Grail,
the Legend of Glastonbury, and even bits of the Arthurian legends. It was said that the Holy
Thorn, which flowers at Christmas, had sprung from his staff.

A small group of us met Paul Schofield in Beverley for a fascinating and informative
stroll around the centre of Beverley. In 700 AD, John, Bishop of York, founded a monastery which be-

came a place of pilgrimage and the rest, is history!

Beverley was a port, enabling industries to prosper and grow. The building of the Minster began in the
[100's using stone transported from Tadcaster via the waterways. The town became fashionable and
several inns catered for the influx of people, a few of which are still open today. Two large coaching inns,

the Tiger and the Bluebell (Beverley Arms) provided stabling for up to 40 horses.

Paul mentioned the site of the ducking stool, down what is now Tiger Lane, where poor unfortunate
men and women were punished for their 'crimes'.A plague pit was dug where the railway station now

stands, to cope with the many deaths that occurred in the Middle Ages.

We could have spent hours listening to Paul who is an absolute fount of local knowledge, but he had to
catch his train and we realised we could do as he suggested and read the Beverley Tourist Trail Guide
which describes the quirky objects fastened to seats and paving stones, the fish on the pavements, prints

of Elwell's paintings displayed around the town centre and the objects adorning the trail signposts.

We finished the evening with a cup of coffee discussing how we all thought we knew the town and actu-
ally we don't!
